Do’s and Don’ts 

for WEAC Member Political Activity
· Do hand members information face-to-face on non-work time.

· Do post member communications on worksite union bulletin boards.

· Do invite members to attend work nights or candidate events in the area.  Invite them face-to-face, by home phone or by using home e-mail addresses.

· If working with students in the classroom, do present both candidates’ stands on issues.

· Do provide how to register to vote or how to vote absentee information to members.

· Don’t put any campaign specific literature in school mailboxes.

· Don’t leave campaign literature next to school mailboxes or in the lunch or break rooms.

· Don’t use school e-mails for political purposes of any kind.

· Don’t use school fax machines or copiers for political purposes.

· Don’t use in-school mail to send political materials to members in other buildings.

Limits on Contributions 
· $250 limit on individual contribution

· $200 limit on PAC contribution

(Confirm limits with school district business manager.)

CAUTION:  
· No regular union dues dollars can be used to 

communicate with general public in school board elections.

· School property cannot be used for political 

purposes, i.e., no school mailboxes, no school e-mail, no school copiers, no school buildings.

� The greater of $200 or $.0075 times the number of inhabitants of the school district according to the latest federal census, but not more than $2,500.  If the candidate has claimed and exemption from filing campaign finance reports, the maximum contribution is $100 per calendar year, regardless of the population.
